Summary of Geneva Airport plans for
the environment

 2026: 60% reduction in CO2 emissions from the airport platform through the new GeniLac
network: an innovative, 100% renewable thermal solution that uses water from Lake Geneva to
cool and heat buildings.

e 2028: improvement of the multimodal platform.
* 2030 latest: reduction of waste, improvement of sorting, and minimizing incinerable waste.

* 2030: expansion of photovoltaic panel surface to reach 55,000 m2. Geneva Airport currently has
a surface area of 23,500 m2.

e 2030: 90% of vehicles and equipment on the tarmac to be electric.

* 2030: increase the share of sustainable passenger mobility to 58%. Currently, this share is
increasing and represented 48% in 2022.

* 2032: Stage 1 of the redesign of Terminal 1: optimization of buildings.

e 2037: achieve net-zero CO2 for the Geneva Airport platform.

New Generation
Aircraft Support

* Geneve Aéroport adopted a scheme that recognizes the
operation of new generation aircraft on the “best-in-class”
principle.

* Narrow body aircraft categorized in noise class 5 as well as
wide-body aircraft categorized in noise class 4 according
the Swiss AIP shall be entitled to the following rebates :

* discount of 20% on the landing charge

* reduction of CHF 0.40 on the PSC per departing
passenger

* bonus on landing charges for incremented
movements of NewGen aircrafts

* credit on the PSC if the load factor for a given year is
greater then or equal 80%

* As an example, the benefit of an aircraft change from an
A330-300to a B787-8 can reach CHF ~500°000 per year for a
daily operation.
